A Note from WSSC Water’s Intergovernmental Relations Office (IRO):
Governor Larry Hogan delivered his eighth and final State of the State Address on
Wednesday, February 2" where he reflected on his accomplishments over the past 7
years, the administration’s COVID response and the State’s economic recovery. During his
speech in the Old Senate Chamber, Governor Hogan outlined his priorities for the 2022
Legislative Session.

As Senators and Delegates hurry to finalize legislative proposals before the bill
introduction dates on February 4" and 11" in their respective chambers, lawmakers have
proposed 1,546 bills for consideration to date.

WSSC Water’s Intergovernmental Relations Office (IRO) advocates for legislation that
helps WSSC Water fulfill our mission to provide safe and reliable water, life’s most
precious resource, and return clean water to our environment, all in an ethical,
sustainable, and financially responsible manner.

Legislative Updates

As all three WSSC Water sponsored bills have passed unanimously out of the House
Delegations of Montgomery and Prince George’s counties; they are now scheduled to be
heard in the assigned House standing committees.
